3. Righteousness Rescues (Proverbs 11:4-7)
The “wealth” in view in verse four should be understood as wealth obtained by dishonest and wicked 
means (like the wealth obtained by the “dishonest scales” in verse one). As we’ve studied earlier in this 
series, money in and of itself is morally neutral. When we manage our wealth in partnership with the 
Lord, He can do great things with it!
